The Company’s Constitution requires a minimum of 3 Directors and a maximum of 9 Directors. As at
31 December 2019, there were two non-executive Directors and one executive director.

Mr McDonald satisfies the requirements for an independent director under ASX Recommendation

Until his cessation as a director on 27 November 2019, Mr Gould was not considered to be an
independent director as he has notified the Company and the ASX that he has an indirect interest
in 12,260,726 Shares representing a substantial shareholding (being approximately 15.7% of the
total Shares on issue as at 27 November 2019).

4.3 A listed entity that has an AGM should ensure that its external auditor attends its AGM 3a comply
and is available to answer questions from security holders relevant to the audit.

Principle 5: Make timely and balanced disclosure
5.1 A listed entity should: 6a comply
(@) hawe a written policy for complying with its continuous disclosure obligations under the
Listing Rules; and
(b) disclose that policy or a summary of it.

Principle 6: Respect the rights of security holders

6.1 A listed entity should provide information about itself and its governance to investors via 6b comply
its website.
6.2 A listed entity should design and implement an investor relations program to facilitate 6b comply

effective two-way communication with investors.

6.3 A listed entity should disclose the policies and processes it has in place to facilitate 6b comply
and encourage participation at meetings of security holders.

6.4 A listed entity should give security holders the option to receive communications from, 6b comply
and send communications to, the entity and its security registry electronically.
